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1.  Mark and center punch a location  47-9/16” from the rear lip of the truck bed floor centered between the wheel wells. Use a 
3” hole saw to cut a hole in the bed floor centered at this location.  File or sand the edges of the hole to remove any burrs.  Before 
proceeding, remove all saw tailings from the bed area.   

2.  Remove the spare tire.  If using a vehicle hoist, raise the truck at this time. If using a jacking device always chock the front tires 
to prevent the truck from rolling. Jacking against the rear bumper or frame, lift the rear of the truck approximately 10”. It is not 
necessary to lift the rear tires off the ground. Properly position jack stands under the rear frame of the truck to protect against 
jack failure.   

3. Front and Rear Cross Members (1 and 2) are identical. Slide the rear Cross Member across the frame rails through the driver 
side wheel well behind the rear axle with the plain side (2” leg) up and with the slotted side (2-1/2” leg) facing forward. Position the 
rear Cross Member about 2” behind the hole in the bed floor.   

4. Slide the front Cross Member across the frame rails from the driver side wheel with the plain side (2” leg) up and with the    
slotted side (2-1/2” leg) facing the rear of the truck. Position the Cross Member approximately square across the frame rails and 
about 5” forward of the hole in the bed floor.   

5. The Frame Plates mount to the frame rails using U-bolts and lock nuts. Identify the Driver Side Frame Plate (4, with the decal). 
Position the Driver Side Frame Plate against the outside of the frame with the bent tab against the truck shock mount tube. (Be 
sure the Front Cross Member is ahead of the front cross member securing tab on the Frame Plate, and be sure the rear cross 
member is rearward of the rear cross member securing tab.)  

Place a 3/8” plate washer in the bottom of a medium size U-bolt and slide this U-bolt over the shock mount tube and through the 
holes in the bent tab at the front of the Frame Plate.  Start a 1/2” lock nut on both legs of the U-bolt. Leave these fasteners very 
loose at this time. Pass a large U-bolt over the frame from the inside and through the holes in the rear portion of the Frame Plate. 
Start 1/2” lock nuts on both legs of the U-bolt. Leave these fasteners very loose at this time.  

Repeat this procedure to install the Passenger Side Frame Plate.

6.  With the ball down, and with the socket for the pull rod on the drivers side, raise the center assembly  (3) into position 
between the Cross Members placing the 3” tube in the hole cut in the bed floor. Place the Eye Bolt (provided) in the threaded 
hole in the top of the hitch ball and secure it to an overhead lifting device, or to a saw horse in the bed of the truck, and use 
cable or strap to hold the ball assembley firmly against the underside of the bed floor.

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WARNING: Verify adequate trailer swing clearance between trailer nose and cab of 
truck, and trailer and rear of truck. READ spray in bed liner warning on last page.



INSTALLATION PROCEDURE- CONTINUED
Fasten the Ball Assembly to the Cross Members with eight 1-1/4” X 1/2” bolts and lock nuts, placing flat washers ONLY over 
the slotted holes. Tighten fasteners in Front Cross Member. Do not fully tighten fasteners in Rear Cross Member at this 
time.  

7.  Square the Ball Assembly and Cross Members across the frame. Fasten the Cross Members to the Frame Plates using 1/2” 
bolts and lock nuts with flat washers over the slotted holes. Pass the 1/2” bolts from between the cross member securing tabs. 
Do not fully tighten these fasteners at this time.  

8. Torque all fasteners to Torque specifications in following sequence: 1.) Torque the Ball Assembly to both Cross Members. 
2.) Torque the Rear U-bolt. 3.) Torque the Cross Members to both Frame Plates. 4.) Torque the Front U-bolt.   

9. Drill four 1/2” holes for the Safety Chain Brackets from under the truck bed. Drill through the OUTER four 9/16” holes in the 
Center Assembly through the truck bed floor. Note: It may be necessary to drill the forward hole on the driver side from the top 
side of the bed. Center punch a location 2” forward of the center of the rear hole before drilling. Remove all tailings. Place a 
U-bolt in each pair of holes from the top side of the bed. From under the bed place a spring and 1/2” lock nut on each U-bolt 
leg. Tighten each nut until thread extends through the nut.  

10.  From the driver side, pass the Actuating Rod through the 1/2” slotted hole between the cross member securing tabs and 
into the hole in the slide.  Align the Actuating Rod and insert the set screw so it seats in the hole provided in the rod, and tighten 
to torque specifications. For adequate clearance where the rod passes, bend the lip formed by the fender and bed floor.

11. The final step is to raise the ball and check the position of the slide from under the truck. When the ball is fully raised, the 
Roll Pin Stop should be against the ball tube.  This allows the Detent Ball to lock the slide in place and positions the ball over 
the flat surface at top of the slide. In this position it is impossible for the ball to retract without manually pushing in the handle.

Do not exceed tow or tongue rating of coupler, tow or tongue rating of the hitch, or tow or weight ratings of the truck or trailer. 
See vehicle and trailer manufacturer information for proper ratings. Exceeding these ratings may cause damage to truck and/
or trailer, or possible bodily injury.

Adding components such as a PopUp Towing under-bed gooseneck hitch to the chassis of any vehicle can be hazardous.
